FISCAL IMPACT: 


The FY 2019-20 Audit cost $8,250. 
 
 
DISCUSSION: 
 
Attached is the Draft Audit report, together with Mr. Celentano’s letters regarding Governance and Internal 
Controls.  Our FY 2019-20 Audit was conducted by Michael Celentano, CPA in late October.  Mr. 
Celentano will be present to provide an overview of the Draft Audit and answer questions.  As a reminder, 
the Audit presents the District's financials using a partial accrual method of accounting, which differs from 
the cash presentation staff prepares for the Board on a quarterly basis. 
 
Of note this year is the addition of Net Pension Liability – which we also refer to as PERS Unfunded 
Liability (UL) -- to our District financial statements. 
 
Inclusion of this large liability has been a source of discussion in Audits past.  The Government Accounting 
Standards Board (GASB) began requiring Districts to include Net Pension Liability on the audited financial 
statements in 2014-15.  However, the GASB reporting methodology was so complex that after two years of 
struggling with the calculations, neither staff nor our Auditor felt confident with the process.  Because of our 
small size, our Auditor recommended that beginning in FY 2016-17 we simply go back to addressing Net 
Pension Liability in our footnotes as we had in the past.  The Board agreed.   
 
Four years later, we are re-visiting that decision.  Our Auditor suggested that in the interest of transparency 
and good faith effort at GASB compliance we probably should include a line item for Net Pension Liability 
on our Statement of Net Position.  However, instead of using the complicated process set forth by GASB, 
we would use a calculation process that we could understand, driven by numbers provided in our annual 
CalPERS Valuation Report.  Staff agrees, and is very satisfied with the simplified method of calculating Net 
Pension Liability – it is a number that makes sense which is particularly important since it is a large 
number ($483,508 in FY 2019-20.  See, p. 10).   
 
For purposes of meaningful comparison, the Audit report restates last year’s figures to include Net 
Pension Liability as well.  Adding this large liability -- $955,362 in FY 2018-19 and $483,508 in FY 2019-20 
– impacted our FY 2018-19 Total Net Position (or Retained Earnings).  Last year’s Audit report shows FYE 
2019 Net position at $13,182,338.  In this year’s report, restated to reflect the Net Pension Liability, it 
shows as $12,226,976.

In planning and performing my audit of the financial statements of the business-type activities of Sweetwater 
Springs Water District as of and for the year ended June 30, 2020, in accordance with auditing standards generally 
accepted in the United States of America, I considered Sweetwater Springs Water District’s internal control over 
financial reporting (internal control) as a basis for designing audit procedures that are appropriate in the 
circumstances for the purpose of expressing my opinion on the financial statements, but not for the purpose of 
expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Sweetwater Springs Water District’s internal control. 
Accordingly, I do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the Sweetwater Springs Water District’s internal 
control. 


My consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the preceding paragraph and was not 
designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be material weaknesses or significant 
deficiencies and, therefore, material weaknesses or significant deficiencies may exist that were not identified. 
However, as discussed below, I identified certain deficiencies in internal control that I consider to be significant 
deficiencies. 


A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow management or 
employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and correct 
misstatements on a timely basis. A material weakness is a deficiency or a combination of deficiencies in internal 
control, such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement of the entity’s financial statements 
will not be prevented, or detected and corrected, on a timely basis. I did not identify any deficiencies in internal 
control that I consider to be material weaknesses. 


A significant deficiency is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control that is less severe 
than a material weakness, yet important enough to merit attention by those charged with governance. I consider 
the following deficiency in Sweetwater Springs Water District’s internal to be significant deficiency: 


District Structure 


The size of the District’s accounting and administrative staff precludes certain internal controls that would be 
preferred if the office staff were large enough to provide optimum segregation of duties. This situation dictates 
that the Board of Directors remains involved in the financial affairs of the District to provide oversight and 
independent review functions.

I have audited the financial statements of the business-type activities of Sweetwater Springs Water District for the 
year ended June 30, 2020. Professional standards require that I provide you with information about my 
responsibilities under generally accepted auditing standards, as well as certain information related to the planned 
scope and timing of my audit. I have communicated such information in my letter to you dated November 10, 
2020.   Professional standards also require that I communicate to you the following information related to my 
audit. 


Significant Audit Findings 


Qualitative Aspects of Accounting Practices 


Management is responsible for the selection and use of appropriate accounting policies. The significant 
accounting policies used by Sweetwater Springs Water District are described in Note 1 to the financial statements. 
No new accounting policies were adopted and the application of existing policies was not changed during the year. 
I noted no transactions entered into by the governmental unit during the year for which there is a lack of 
authoritative guidance or consensus. All significant transactions have been recognized in the financial statements 
in the proper period. 


Accounting estimates are an integral part of the financial statements prepared by management and are based on 
management’s knowledge and experience about past and current events and assumptions about future events. 
Certain accounting estimates are particularly sensitive because of their significance to the financial statements and 
because of the possibility that future events affecting them may differ significantly from those expected. The most 
sensitive estimate affecting the District’s financial statements was: 


Management’s estimate of the other postemployment benefits payable and pension liabilities are 
based on industry guidelines and actuarial tables.  I evaluated the key factors and assumptions 
used to develop these other postemployment benefits payable and pension liabilities in 
determining that it is reasonable in relationship to the financial statements taken as a whole 


The financial statement disclosures are neutral, consistent, and clear. 


Difficulties Encountered in Performing the Audit 


I encountered no significant difficulties in dealing with management in performing and completing my audit. 


Corrected and Uncorrected Misstatements 


Professional standards require me to accumulate all known and likely misstatements identified during the audit, 
other than those that are clearly trivial, and communicate them to the appropriate level of management. 
Management has corrected all such misstatements. In addition, none of the misstatements detected as a result of 
audit procedures and corrected by management were material, either individually or in the aggregate, to each 
opinion unit’s financial statements taken as a whole. 
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Disagreements with Management 


For purposes of this letter, a disagreement with management is a financial accounting, reporting, or auditing 
matter, whether or not resolved to my satisfaction, that could be significant to the financial statements or the 
auditor’s report. I am pleased to report that no such disagreements arose during the course of my audit. 


Management Representations 


I have requested certain representations from management that are included in the management representation 
letter dated November 10, 2020. 


Management Consultations with Other Independent Accountants 


In some cases, management may decide to consult with other accountants about auditing and accounting matters, 
similar to obtaining a “second opinion” on certain situations. If a consultation involves application of an 
accounting principle to the governmental unit’s financial statements or a determination of the type of auditor’s 
opinion that may be expressed on those statements, my professional standards require the consulting accountant to 
check with me to determine that the consultant has all the relevant facts. To my knowledge, there were no such 
consultations with other accountants. 


Other Audit Findings or Issues 


I generally discuss a variety of matters, including the application of accounting principles and auditing standards, 
with management each year prior to retention as the governmental unit’s auditors. However, these discussions 
occurred in the normal course of my professional relationship and my responses were not a condition to my 
retention. 


Other Matters 


With respect to the supplementary information accompanying the financial statements, I made certain inquiries of 
management and evaluated the form, content, and methods of preparing the information to determine that the 
information complies with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, the method 
of preparing it has not changed from the prior period, and the information is appropriate and complete in relation 
to my audit of the financial statements. I compared and reconciled the supplementary information to the 
underlying accounting records used to prepare the financial statements or to the financial statements themselves. 


This information is intended solely for the use of management and the Board of Directors of Sweetwater Springs 
Water District and is not intended to be, and should not be, used by anyone other than these specified parties.

DISCUSSION: 
 
FEMA requires a Board resolution for the submittal of Grant applications and 
reimbursement from approved projects.  If no standing resolution is current within 
three (3) years, a resolution for the specific Federal Disaster Declaration is required.  
Resolution 20-24 for the Board's consideration for approval tonight is for Form 130 
for FEMA Grant application, valid for three years, and a specific Form 130 for the 
Walbridge Fire Damage.  These forms are related to the Debris Removal Project at 
Mt. Jackson and the bury of ~ two miles of two-inch PVC water line near Sweetwater 
Springs Rd, damaged in the Walbridge Fire that was approved as 100% reimbursable 
as a Federally Declared Disaster, CA DR 4558.  Form 89 designating the GM as the 
agent of the District for the purpose of these FEMA funded projects also needs Board 
approval.

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE SWEETWATER 
SPRINGS WATER DISTRICT APPROVING FEMA FORM 130 GRANT 


APPLICATION FOR WALBRIDGE FIRE DAMAGE MITIGATION, FEMA FORM 
130 FOR THREE YEAR AUTHORIZATION FOR GRANT APPLICATIONS, AND 
FEMA FORM 89 AUTHORIZING THE GENERAL MANAGER AS AGENT OF 


DISTRICT FOR WALBRIDGE FIRE DAMAGE MITIGATION GRANT APPLICATION  
  


 
WHEREAS, the District incurred damage from the Walbridge Fire at our Mt. Jackson 
property; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District also incurred damage on a two-inch PVC waterline on 
Sweetwater Springs Rd; and 
 
WHEREAS, the District also needs to mitigate and bury about two miles of above-
ground two-inch PVC water line connected to the damaged section on Sweetwater 
Springs Rd; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Walbridge Fire was part of the LNU Complex of Wildfires that were 
declared a National Disaster by FEMA, CA DR 4558; and 
 
WHEREAS, FEMA requires forms 130 and 89 to be completed and approved by the 
Board to qualify for reimbursement.  
 
 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the District Board of Directors of the 
Sweetwater Springs Water District, as follows: 
 
1.  The two forms 130 and form 89 related to FEMA reimbursement for damages from

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CONSTRUCTION AGREEMENT (MINOR) 
BETWEEN PIAZZA GENERAL CONSTRUCTION, INC. AND THE 


SWEETWATER SPRINGS WATER DISTRICT 


Mt. Jackson Debris Removal Project 


 


THIS CONSTRUCTION AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into and effective as of the 
date it is fully executed by the parties (“Commencement Date”), by and between the Sweetwater 
Springs Water District, a California special district (“District”), and Piazza General Construction, 
Inc., a California corporation (“Contractor”) (collectively, “Parties”). 


 
District and Contractor, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth, agree as 
follows: 


 
ARTICLE 1. WORK 


Contractor shall complete the work as described and/or depicted in Exhibit A (“Work”), attached 
hereto and incorporated by reference herein, upon the terms and conditions set forth herein. 


ARTICLE 2. COMPLETION OF WORK 


The Work shall be completed to the satisfaction of District within thirty (30) days of the 
Commencement Date. 


ARTICLE 3. CONTRACT PRICE /PAYMENT 


A District shall pay Contractor the aggregate sum of One Hundred Seventy-Eight Thousand 
Three Hundred and Thirty Dollars and Zero Cents ($178,330.00), for the full and 
satisfactory completion of the Work in accordance with the terms and conditions of this 
Agreement (“Contract Price”). 


B Such compensation shall be paid by District within thirty (30) days following delivery of 
written notice of District’s acceptance of the Work. 


ARTICLE 4. INSURANCE 


Contractor shall procure and maintain for the duration of this Agreement insurance against claims 
for injuries to persons or damages to property which may arise from or in connection with the 
performance of the work hereunder by the Contractor, Contractor’s agents, representatives and 
employees. 


A Minimum Scope of Insurance.  Coverage shall be at least as broad as: 


1. Insurance Services Office Commercial General Liability coverage (occurrence form 
CG 0001). 
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2. Insurance Services Office form covering automobile Liability, code 1 (any auto), or 
code 8, 9 if no owned auto. 


3. Workers’ Compensation Insurance as required by the State of California and 
Employers’ Liability Insurance. If no employees are utilized, the Contractor shall 
sign a declaration as described in California Health and Safety Code Section 19825. 


B Minimum Limits of Insurance. Contractor shall maintain limits no less than: 


1. General Liability: $2,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury, personal injury and 
property damage. If Commercial General Liability Insurance or other form with a 
general aggregate limit is used, either the general aggregate limit shall apply 
separately to this project/location or the general aggregate limit shall be twice the 
required occurrence limit. 


2. Automobile Liability: $2,000,000 per accident for bodily injury and property 
damage. 


3. Workers’ Compensation statutory limit and Employer’s Liability: $1,000,000 per 
accident for bodily injury or disease. 


C Deductibles and Self-Insured Retention. Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be 
declared to and approved by the District. At the option of the District, either: the insurer 
shall reduce or eliminate such deductibles or self-insured retentions as respects the District, 
its officers, officials, employees and volunteers, or the Contractor shall provide a financial 
guarantee satisfactory to the District guaranteeing payment of losses and related 
investigations, claim administration and defense expenses. 


D Other Insurance Provisions. The Commercial General Liability and Automobile Liability 
policies are to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions: 


1. The District, its officers, officials, employees and volunteers are to be covered as 
Insureds as respects: liability arising out of work or operations as performed by or 
on behalf of the Contractor; or automobiles owned, leased, hired or borrowed by the 
Contractor. 


2. For any claims related to this project, the Contractor’s insurance coverage shall be 
primary insurance as respects the District , its officers, officials, employees and 
volunteers. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the District, its officers, 
officials, employees or volunteers shall be in excess of the Contractor’s insurance 
and shall not contribute with it. 


3. Each insurance policy required by this clause shall be endorsed to state that 
coverage shall not be canceled by either party, unless thirty (30) days prior written 
notice by certified mail, return receipt requested, has been given to the District . 


4. The Workers’ Compensation endorsement shall contain a Waiver of Subrogation 
against the District. The Contractor shall provide to the District an endorsement 
from the Worker’s Compensation insurer, if any, agreeing to waive all rights of 
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subrogation against the District for injuries to employees of the Insured resulting 
from work for the District  or use of the District’s  premises or facilities. 


E Acceptability of Insurers. Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best’s 
rating of no less than A:VII, unless otherwise acceptable to the District . 


F Verification of Coverage. Contractor shall furnish the District with original certificates and 
amendatory endorsements effective coverage required by this clause. The endorsements 
should be on forms provided by the District or on other than the District’s forms provided 
those endorsements conform to the District’s requirements. All certificates and 
endorsements are to be received and approved by the District before work commences. The 
District reserves the right to require complete, certified copies of all required insurance 
policies, including endorsements affecting the coverage required by these specifications at 
any time. 


G Subcontractors. Contractor shall include all subcontractors as insureds under its policies or 
shall furnish separate certificates and endorsements for each Subcontractor. All coverages 
for Subcontractors shall be subject to all of the requirements stated herein. 


ARTICLE 5. BONDS/CONTRACTOR’S GUARANTEE  


A A labor and materials (payment) bond is required / _X_ not required for this 
Agreement.  If required for this Agreement, before beginning the Work, Contractor shall 
provide a labor and materials bond in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the 
Contract Price, and which conforms with the requirements of Civil Code section 3248, as 
may be amended from time to time. 


B A performance bond is  required / _X_ not required for this Agreement.   If required for 
this Agreement, before beginning the Work, Contractor shall provide a performance bond 
in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the Contract Price to guarantee faithful 
performance of the Work. 


C Contractor shall guarantee the Work to be free of defects in material and workmanship for a 
period of one (1) year following the District’s acceptance of the Work (“Contractor’s 
Guarantee”). As part of Contractor’s Guarantee, Contractor agrees to make, at Contractor’s 
own expense, any repairs or replacements made necessary by defects in material or 
workmanship which become evident within the one-year guarantee period. The 
Contractor’s Guarantee is effective regardless of whether or not a maintenance bond is 
required by the District  for this Agreement. 


D A maintenance bond is  required / _X_ not required for this Agreement.   If required for 
this Agreement, prior to acceptance of the Work, Contractor shall provide a maintenance 
bond in the amount of ten percent (10%) of the Contract Price as a security for the 
Contractor’s Guarantee. The maintenance bond shall remain in force for one (1) year 
following the District’s acceptance of the Work. 


E Any and all bonds required for this Agreement shall be in a form acceptable to the District 
Counsel. Any such bond must be issued by a corporate surety which is an admitted surety 
insurer in the State of California. Any bond signed by an agent must be accompanied by a 
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certified copy of such agent’s authority to act. If the surety on any bond provided by 
Contractor is declared a bankrupt or becomes insolvent or its right to do business is 
terminated in any state where any part of the Work is located, Contractor shall, within 
seven (7) days thereafter, substitute another bond and surety in accordance with the 
requirements set forth herein. 


ARTICLE 6. CONTRACT DOCUMENTS 


The contract documents which comprise the entire agreement between District and Contractor 
consist of this Agreement and exhibits thereto and the following (“Contract Documents”):

date of this Agreement; 
• Any bonds required pursuant to Article 5 of this Agreement; 
• Other:  N/A 


The Contract Documents may only be amended by prior written authorization of the General 
Manager  or his designee. 


ARTICLE 7. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES 


A District and Contractor recognize that time is of the essence of this Agreement and that the 
District will suffer financial loss if the Work is not completed within the time specified in 
Article 2 herein, plus any extensions previously authorized in writing by the General 
Manager or his designee. It is and will be difficult and/or impossible to ascertain and 
determine the actual damage which District will sustain in the event of and by reason of 
Contractor’s failure to fully perform the Work or to fully perform all of its contract 
obligations that have accrued by the time for completion as specified in Article 2 herein 
and/or as specified for completion of any scheduled operations or works described in the 
Contract Documents. It is agreed in accordance with California Government Code Section 
53069.85, as may be amended from time to time, that Contractor will forfeit and pay to 
District liquidated damages in the sum of $1,500.00 per day for each and every calendar 
day that expires after the time for completion specified in Article 2 herein and/or as 
specified for completion of any scheduled operations or works described in the Contract 
Documents except as otherwise provided by extension of time previously authorized in 
writing by the General Manager or his designee. It is further understood and agreed in 
accordance with California Government Code Section 53069.85 that the liquidated 
damages sum specified in this provision is not manifestly unreasonable under the 
circumstances existing at the time this contract was made, and that District may deduct 
liquidated damages sums in accordance with this provision from any payments due or that 
may become due to Contractor. 


B Liquidated damages will continue to accrue at the stated rate until final completion of the 
Work. Accrued liquidated damages may be deducted by District from amounts due or that 
become due to Contractor for performance of the Work. Liquidated damages may not be 
waived or reduced by District unless expressly waived or reduced in writing by the General 
Manager  or his designee. 
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ARTICLE 8. PREVAILING WAGES 


A Pursuant to California Labor Code Section 1771, Contractor and any subcontractor shall 
pay all workers employed in execution of the Work in accordance with the general rate of 
per diem wages specified for each craft, classification, or type of worker needed to execute 
the Work. Copies of the prevailing rates of per diem wages are on file at the Recording 
Secretary’s office, and shall be made available to any interested party on request.

Contractor and any subcontractor shall pay workers overtime pay as required by California 
Labor Code Section 1815. Contractor and any subcontractor shall,  as  a penalty to the 
Town, forfeit twenty-five dollars ($25) for each worker employed in the execution of the 
contract by the respective contractor or subcontractor for each calendar day during which 
the worker is required or permitted to work more than 8 hours in any one calendar day and 
40 hours in any one calendar week in violation so the provisions of Article 3 of Chapter 1 
of Part 7, Division 2 of the California Labor Code, which is incorporated by this reference 
as though fully set forth herein. 


ARTICLE 9. INDEMNIFICATION 


Contractor shall indemnify, defend with counsel acceptable to District, and hold harmless to the 
full extent permitted by law, District and its officers, officials, employees, agents and volunteers 
from and against any and all liability, loss, damage, claims, expenses and costs (including, without 
limitation, attorney fees and costs and fees of litigation) (collectively, “Liability”) of every nature 
arising out of or in connection with Contractor’s performance of the Work or its failure to comply 
with any of its obligations contained in this Agreement, except such Liability caused by the active 
negligence, sole negligence or willful misconduct of the District. Pursuant to California Public 
Contract Code Section 9201, District shall timely notify Contractor of receipt of any third-party 
claim relating to this Agreement. 


ARTICLE 10. DISCLAIMER CONCERNING LABOR CODE SECTION 6400 


Contractor understands and agrees that with respect to performance of the Work, and 
notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the contrary, Contractor, and/or its privities, 
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including, without limitation, subcontractors, suppliers and other engaged by Contractor in the 
performance of the Work shall be “employers” for purposes of California Labor Code Section 
6400 and related provisions of law, and that neither District nor its officials, officers, employees, 
agents, volunteers or consultants shall be “employers” pursuant to California Labor Code Section 
6400. 


ARTICLE 11. TERMINATION 


Notwithstanding any other provision set forth herein, District may terminate or suspend this 
Agreement immediately for cause. Cause for immediate termination or suspension shall include, 
but not be limited to, any breach of this Agreement by Contractor, including, without limitation, a 
breach of any of Contractor’s covenants, representations or guarantees provided herein.

DISCUSSION: 
 
The FY 2020-2021 CIP includes ~5,600 linear feet of 6” HDPE water main 
replacement along Old River Rd and Woodland Drive.  The existing water mains 
consist of 4” and 6” galvanized pipe and has 20-25 lead goosenecks connected to the 
service lines.  These lead materials are required to be removed as soon as possible 
by the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB).  Sweetwater Springs Water 
District included this lead material removal in a plan submitted to the SWRCB.  The 
removal of these lead materials will complete removal of all known lead materials in 
both the Guerneville and Monte Rio systems.  Also, the galvanized lines have had 
numerous leaks and failures over the years and represent a bottleneck in the 
Guerneville system between earlier Capital upgrade projects.  The grant funding for 
this project was based, in part, on replacing these substandard materials.  
 
John Wanger and Steve Van Saun, from Coastland met virtually with myself and the 
Field managers on November 2nd to discuss the 50% design plans.  The meeting was 
helpful to continue on track for final design to be completed by early December.  
Coastland should have the final Environmental Report submitted to the District by 
early December also.  Attached are the updated timlines and payment schedule for 
the project.

FISCAL IMPACT:  None 
 
DISCUSSION: 
 


1.  Laboratory Testing: Water quality tests confirm that all SSWD water meets all known 
State and Federal water quality standards.   


 
2.  Water Production and Sales:  Water sales in October were 23,173 units (53.2 AF Monte 


Rio cycle), and production was 65.6 AF.  Compared to one year ago, sales were lower, and 
production was lower (52.0 AF and 59.7 AF, respectively).  Figure 1 shows sales, 
production, and % difference for the combined systems; the water loss trend was up this 
month (19.8%).  Looking at the data over the last ten years, water production has dropped 
approximately 29%, and sales have dropped 18%.  The water loss percentage was around 
30% and now is in the 15-20% range.  Much of the production and water loss drop can be 
attributed to the capital projects.   


 
3.  Leaks:  In November, we had seven total leak repairs with 68 hours on them.  Five leaks 


were in Guerneville, one was in Rio Nido, and one was in Monte Rio.  All leaks were in 
older lines.  That is less leaks and less person-hours than the prior month and more leaks 
and more person-hours than November one year ago (5 and 29).  Figure 2 shows service 
and main leaks separately with a total leak line as well.  For Calendar Year 2019, total 
leaks were 78, down from 105 in 2018.  Looking at the leaks chart over the last ten years, 
we've come down from around 300 leaks per year to under 80 - quite a difference and very 
noticeable in what the field crews are able to do - address ongoing issues with in-house 
projects instead of chasing leaks every day.     
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4.  Guerneville Rainfall:  November rainfall was 1.99”, which is lower than the long-term 
average month and puts the yearly total (1.99”) below the long-term annual average.  
October begins the new precipitation year.        


  
5.   In-House Construction Projects: There were no in-house construction projects in 


November.   
 


6.   System Flushing:  System flushing began October 19th along Old River Rd and Rio Nido.  
Guerneville is now completed, and Monte Rio is ongoing.  All flushing will be complete by 
mid-December.  We will do more abbreviated flushing at each hydrant due to the need to 
conserve water.  After last year’s flushing and water use during the fire, the system should 
be easier to flush.  We have sent out flyers in the billing to alert customers if they see 
temporarily discolored water.  The flushing schedule is attached to this report. 


 
7.   Watershed Recovery Task Force:  The Walbridge and Meyers wildfires started August 


18th, and Mandatory Evacuations were issued on August 19th for most of our service area.  
The fire was 95% contained by the end of August.  I continue to take responsibility for 
coordinating as liaison to County Emergency Operation Center (EOC), updating staff and 
the Board, and virtually attending all County Supervisor, Sheriff, Cal Fire, and EOC 
meetings.  As part of the EOC coordination, I joined the Watershed Recovery Task Force, 
including Permit Sonoma, Sonoma County Water, State Water Resources Control Board, 
California Geological Survey, and many other partners.  The final WERT report was issued 
and shared with the Board.  We are taking debris removal mitigation measures at the Mt. 
Jackson site and have identified a two-mile waterline project from the Sweetwater Springs 
tank with FEMA funding. 


 
8. Monte Rio Recreation and Parks District Trail:  At the October 1st Board Meeting, 


Sherry Pimsler with Monte Rio Recreation and Parks District (MRRPD) and Brian Grant 
with Praxis Architects presented the concept of a trail using District property, including 
potential purchase of parcel 097-130-011 and 096-010-001.  MRRPD, in partnership with 
the County of Sonoma Parks, is planning to establish a regional trail linking Monte Rio to 
the Pacific coast via our property and through Willow Creek State Park.  At Board 
direction, we reached out to Steve Baxmon to arrange a tour for the Board to visit the site.  
This site visit will not be possible as the terrain is only accessible by foot.   


 
9. Lower Russian River Community Advisory Group Governance Meeting:  There was a 


remote meeting of the LRRCAG on November 19th to discuss Wastewater solutions for 
Monte Rio and Villa Grande.  Dan Fein presented at the November 5th Sweetwater Board 
meeting to update the Board in more detail. 


 
10.  Guernewood Park Resort Update:  Efren Carrillo contacted me on November 23rd to 


discuss re-starting the review process for the Guernewood Park Resort Development.  We 
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met virtually on November 24th to discuss the development, plans review, reimbursement 
agreement, and ultimate will-serve letter. 


 
11. Grants Update:  We have been coordinating with FEMA and CalOES to fund damages 


due to the Walbridge Fire (DR-4558) at our Mt. Jackson site (“A” category) debris removal 
and to replace approximately two miles of two inch PVC waterline from Sweetwater 
Springs Tank to the outer edge of our service area (“F” category).  This line is above 
ground, and we propose to bury a new 4” HDPE line.  FEMA funding is 100% 
reimbursable.    
 


12.  Property Tax Lien Policy Change:  Sukey, Gaylord, and I met on October 8th and had 
a thorough discussion about the Policy changes related to Property Tax Liens.  We will 
continue to meet and hopefully finalize the draft policy soon. 


 
13.   Gantt Chart: The Gantt Chart is updated for December 2020.   


 
14.   Economic Impact of no Disconnects for Non-payment:  The total uncollected amount 


in this Monte Rio billing cycle due to non-payment with the non-Disconnect Executive 
Order is $4,406.13.  This amount is tracking upward.  The chart is updated with separate 
columns for billing cycles.  We will continue to follow this amount.
